In the afternoon enjoy a cultural 

village visit where you will meet some of the 

local people and get a deeper insight into 

their lives, Finish off the day with your 

second game drive or some sundowners at 

the watering hole.

Wednesday 18th April: 

Another spectacular day on safari so 

best get up early for that last game drive, 

you never know what is waiting for you! 

Head back for a delicious bush breakfast 

and catch your shuttle flight to Victoria 

Falls and then a quick hop over the 

border to to the new and luxurious 

Thorntree Lodge on the banks of the 

mighty Zambezi River. 

Enjoy the afternoon at leisure before a 

gorgeous sunset cruise. Ideally located along the river bank where you can see 

some amazing birds, an elephant or two Swimming or just relax on the beautiful deck 

and watch the world go by. 

 

Thursday 19th April: 

Another spectacular early morning to get up close and personal with the majestic 

Victoria Falls as you have a guided tour on the Zambian side, where you will get 

soaked by the spray from this natural wonder. If you're lucky a rainbow will show you 

the way. This is a fascinating experience that will leave you deeply moved. You 

could also go canoeing on the Zambezi (water conditions dependent), a shopping 

expedition at the local market or try your hand at some fishing. 

 

Friday 20th April: 

Another beautiful day in Africa. Today 

you are in for some fun and 

excitement! This morning you can 

visit the town of Livingstone where 

you will learn about the impact of the 

Jewish people who settled in the area 

or you can have a lazy afternoon 

sipping an ice cold beverage on your

On your last day is there any better way to finish off your afternoon and get a bird’s 

eye view of the falls with a helicopter flight over the falls and through the gorge.

Pack with a purpose 

As we want to ensure we are having a positive impact on our environment and continent, we 

will be supporting the Pack with a purpose initiative, which encourages travellers to support 

local initiatives by taking required materials to the camp, lodge or hotel they are visiting in 

order to make a difference in the lives of those who live there. 

 

Through its registered charity, African Bush Camps Foundation, Somalisa Camp supports 

schools and education in the Dete area. Currently, it mainly supports Hwange Main Camp 

Primary School, a school of 130 students with 33 orphans and vulnerable children, and 

Mambanje Primary School, a very remote school of 140 students with 90 orphans and 

vulnerable children. The foundation provides all of the orphans and vulnerable children with 

their school fees and provides Mambanje primary School with an additional full time teacher 

and assists by providing stationery, textbooks, and sports equipment. 

 

The foundation also assists with general fundraising, environmental and health awareness 

events, and sporting events. It also sponsors 24 students in High School with scholarships to 

boarding schools and provides a further 2 scholarships to 2 students who graduated from 

the Main Camp Primary School and went through the high school scholarship program.
